Over the last few weeks, Israel has once again been in 
the news. President Trump declared that the United 
States would move our embassy from Tel Aviv to 
Jerusalem. This action reverberated across the world and 
throughout the Jewish Community. Many celebrated the 
Presidentôs action as it declared Jerusalem, Israelôs 
eternal capital, while others lambasted the decision with 
the fear that this was the death knell to the peace 
process. 
 
Whenever Israel comes in the news, it can feel polarizing 
to many in our community. Israel is unfortunately one of 
the major rifts amongst liberals, moderates, and 
conservatives in the Jewish community. Many 
synagogues decide not to address Israel in any way. It 
often feels easier to refrain from discussing Israel instead 
of causing a big brouhaha. Unfortunately, our lack of 
conversation about Israel causes more and more Jews 
(especially younger Jews) to feel disengaged from the 
Jewish state. 
 
Iôve heard from many of you that you are looking for a 
frank, open, and high level conversation about Israel.  
Our new Adult Education endeavor spurs from that 
interest. The Shalom Hartman Institute is a pluralistic 
center of research and education in Jerusalem. Through 
their work, they seek to redefine the conversation of 
Judaism in modernity, religious pluralism, democracy, 
and connection to world Jewry. 
 
The Hartman Institute is unveiling a brand new curriculum 
entitled ñiEngage: Israelôs Milestones and Their Meaning.ò  
Each of the eight sessions will include a 20 minute video 
lecture by one of  Hartmanôs scholars which will be the 
catalyst to small group learning and larger conversation.  
The curriculum is specifically focused on the peak  
moments over the last hundred years: 100 years since 
the Balfour Declaration in which the British Government 
expressed the need for a Jewish state, 70 years since the 
founding of the State of Israel  and 50 years since the Six 
Day War.   
 
This is not a history lesson and itôs not a time to focus on 
politics, instead it will be a conversation on values, ethics, 
Jewish identity, and our own relationship to Israel. The 
course doesnôt shy away from tough conversations; weôll 
discuss nationhood, land, Sovereignty, Jerusalem, 
Occupation, and Moral Red Lines.  We also have to

to Hartman and for providing the curriculum to us for free, 
a $500 savings.        
 
In this New Year, I invite you to join me and to re-engage 
with Israel. Weôll learn from each other, explore pivotal 
moments of the past, and reflect upon memory and the 
way we Jews look at history. It will be an open, frank, and 
respectful conversation. I look forward to seeing many of 
you on various Sunday mornings through the winter and 
spring from 9:30am ï 11:00am (see the flyer in the 
Chaverim). As we look towards the future, we must 
engage with our past!

Less than four months have passed 

since we last wished each other ñhappy new year.ò How 

fortunate we are to have another opportunity to reflect, 

renew, and recommit.

I managed to find time for sessions on envisioning the 

future, social action, leadership development, Israel, 

engaging youth, engaging baby boomers, women in the 

Bible, civil rights, fundraising, and Jewish-Muslim 

relations. And Iôm sure Iôm forgetting something!  

 
Key speakers included Senator Elizabeth Warren, 

Governor Charlie Barker, Rev. Dr. William J. Barber, 

author David Grossman, and URJ President Rabbi Rick 

Jacobs. Each of them challenged us to think in new 

ways, to truly reimagine Jewish life.

More than 130 Bolton Street congregants and other 

community members helped kick off the synagogueôs 

growing campaign of social action at a legislative forum 

on education reform on Sunday, December 3. 

 

The event, moderated by WYPR Radio host Tom Hall, 

featured key leaders of education funding and policy 

issues in the Maryland General Assembly.  Legislators, 

including Senate Education, Health and Environmental 

Affairs Chair Joan Carter Conway, spoke about the 

upcoming struggles in Annapolis to ensure adequate 

funding for Marylandôs public schools.  Delegate Maggie 

McIntosh, who chairs the House Appropriations 

Committee, Senator Bill Ferguson of the Budget and 

Taxation Committee, and Delegate Mary Washington of 

the House Ways and Means Committee, rounded out the 

panel discussion. 

 

The meeting was open to the public and attracted dozens 

of non-congregants, from education advocacy 

organizations such as the Baltimore Education Coalition 

and Strong City Baltimore, to individual community 

members interested in learning more about this vital 

topic. 

 

The forum was part of a larger effort launched last 

summer to engage Bolton Street in efforts to improve 

educational outcomes for public school students in 

Baltimore City as well as statewide. Congregants with 

professional or lay interest in public education are 

welcome to join the committee and/or one of our action-

groups working on specific projects.   The multi-year 

campaign also aims to bring Bolton Street into 

meaningful partnership with advocacy groups, faith-

based organizations and others around the region. 

 

Bolton Street will continue its tradition of service to a 

variety of causes, including the casserole campaign for 

Our Daily Bread and the Adopt-a-Family program with the 

Harriet Lane Clinic. Meanwhile, the formal Social Action 

Campaign will organize efforts and activities around three
